· Central posting of latest association documents, like by-laws, architectural regulations, and newsletters

· Neighborhood committee information, such as detailed procedures for architectural changes

Please visit the website and explore.  This is managed by a neighborhood member and is easily changed and updated.  Please email your comments and suggestions to the board.

For privacy reasons, the website does not list personal email address, neighborhood member names, or phone numbers.  However, the fastest way for the board to notify the neighborhood of changes, such as the recent trash pickup change after the 4th of July is via email.  So, send an email to the board’s email address if you’d like to be added to the unlisted address book.  The board will email you neighborhood updates, newsletters, and other announcements as needed.  Your name and email address will not be posted on the website or provided to others.

· Architectural Committee Update.  As you may have noticed, there are many changes occurring to homes in our neighborhood, such as decks, sheds, and additions.  The normal process, though, is being followed.  These changes are occurring based upon requests to the Architectural Committee and their approval, per the Association By-Laws.  It is important that everyone understand that just because a high number of changes are occurring, it does not mean “open season” on exterior remodeling or firing up the chain saw on annoying trees without first gaining approval from the Committee.  The new website not only contains all the Association Documents to guide you in the regulations, but on the committee page are also some simple guidelines on how to make a request to the Architectural Committee.

· METCOM Sewage Pump Station Upgrade.  Have you noticed the bright red pump right beside Wildewood Parkway at the entrance to the neighborhood?  The eyesore and state of the pump concerned the board and we contacted METCOM.  We were informed the bright red temporary pump is serving a critical function for the newer areas in Wildewood and that a permanent, underground station is planned.  Construction will start in August and be complete in November.  The permanent station will replace both the existing wood building and temporary external pump and will sit below ground level in the area where the woods were cleared out near the existing pump house.  The access will be the same, through Redwood Lane and there will be a parking lot and fencing as well as landscaping to make the new house less environmentally obtrusive.

· Welcome Committee Volunteers.  Several homes have turned over in the past year, yet we as an association do not have a formal way to welcome the new members into the neighborhood.  If you have some ideas, or would like to volunteer, please email the board.
